	Which are the ‘big questions’ that you have answered?
	What have you learnt today and how did you learn it?



	What golden rules would you need if you did this again?
	How could you apply what you have learnt today to the next lesson on…?



	Tell me the most important new thing you have found out today….
	Discuss in pairs the three most important things to remember from today’s lesson.



	How does what you’ve done link back to today’s objective?
	What have you done well?  What have you found most difficult?
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
