	The most common reason in the UK for roller coaster failure is poor maintenance

	Tony Ferelli is the supervisor of the ride
	The ride cars are painted red and yellow

	There is a camera installed on the last drop to take pictures of people on the ride
	Brakes are used to ensure that only one carriage is on each section of track at a time

	The ride supervisor has to keep his master key in the control box at all times
	Sections of the track are held together with bolted brackets

	One of the ride operators are colour blind
	Ride sensors are connected to the master terminal so operators know where each car is

	The roller coaster ride lasts 2 minutes 30 seconds
	A rival theme park has recently opened in the area

	People queue for the ride for up to 30 minutes
	One of the staff, Steve Weston, has a criminal record

	Air brakes are connected to the sensors on the ride
	The coaster is able to safely reach speeds of 95 miles per hour

	The track at the top of the first ascent was replaced 10 days ago
	There is an emergency cut-out switch which can be applied to stop the whole ride

	The safety bars on the carriages need to be oiled twice per day
	The ride has been open for 3 years

	Harry Gregson has recently had his work contract cut to part-time hours and wage
	There are 3 different carriages on the ride

	The master computer knows when a seat restraint is unfastened
	On the second drop, there is a water fountain which soaks the riders and cars

	The theme park has made a loss of £200,000 so far this year
